Attachment 7 of the Remarks
I. Article No.5.5.1 of “BOT/DP’s Instructions For Tendering” is hereby amended as following:
5.5.1.Unless otherwise specified, the bid bond deposited shall not be refunded or returned, and the refunded or returned bid bond shall be recovered, if there is one of the following circumstances:

1. The Tenderer used forged or altered documents to tender;
2. The Tenderer borrowed the name or certificate of another to tender;
3. The Tenderer assumed the name or certificate of another to tender;
4. The Tenderer withdrew its Bid before expiration of the Bid;
5.After opening of Tenders, the Tenderer refused to be awarded or refused to execute a Contract;
6.After being awarded, the Tenderer failed to deposit sufficient guarantee bond or to provide other guarantees sufficiently within a prescribed time-limit;
7. A bid bond has been served as a guarantee bond; or
8.The Responsible Entity found that there is a violation of laws and regulations, which affects the fairness of the procurement.
Additional Remark：
Pursuant to sub-paragraph 8 of Article 5.5.1, the circumstances determined by the Responsible Entity are as follows, according to The Procurement and Public Construction Commission, Executive Yuan’s announcement, 工程企字第10400225210號, dated July 17, 2015: 
(1). Where illegal activities that may impair the fairness of the procurement are found, as specified in sub-paragraph 2 of paragraph 1 of Article 48 of the Government Procurement Act.
(2). Where any of the circumstances occurs to a Tenderer as specified in sub-paragraph 3~5 and sub-paragraph 7 of paragraph 1 of Article 50 of the Government Procurement Act.
(3). Where the supplier allows any others to borrow its name or certificate to participate in a tender.
(4). Where the conduct of a supplier or its representative, agent, employee, or any other staff constitutes the components or facts as stipulated in Article 87 of the Government Procurement Act.
(5). Where a supplier or its representative, agent, employee, or any other staff who offering, promising to give, or giving bribes or other unjust benefits to public servants relating to the matters of invitation to tender, tender evaluation or award of contracts.
II. Article No.7.5 of “BOT/DP’s Instructions For Tendering” is hereby amended as following:

7.5.In case that any of the following circumstances occurs in conducting procurement, BOT/DP/ENTITY may, pursuant to sub-paragraph 5 of paragraph 1 of Article 7.3 “The contents of the Tender documents submitted by different Tenderers show a substantial and unusual connection” and by the acts and facts of the Suppliers, judge and determine whether the Article mentioned shall be applied then conduct the procedures applicable: 

1. Where the contents of the Tenders are transcribed or prepared by the same person or Supplier;  

2. Where the Bid Bonds are deposited or applied to refund by the same person or Supplier;

3. Where the envelopes/containers of the Tenders or the notifying letters to BOT/DP/ENTITY bear the consecutive serial numbers, and are sent or mailed obviously by the same person or Supplier;

4. Where the address, telephone number, facsimile number, contact personnel or e-mail address of the different Suppliers are identical;

5. Where the Responsible Personnel in the Tenders to the different supplier are identical;
6 Where any other circumstances shows matters been done obviously by the same person or Supplier.
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
